 October 4th –  “Church - as a Sacred Space 
and Place”  (special Cross Pin) 

 

 October 11th – “Home- as a Sacred Space and 
Place”  (Blue Pin) 
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 October 18th – “Work or School- as a Sacred 
Space and Place”  (Green Pin) 

 

 October 25th – “Favorite Hangout—as a 
Sacred Space and Place”  (Red 
Pin)  (Hangout = Health Club, 
Coffee Shop, Athletic Field, etc.) 

 

All these special months have a direction and 
purpose.  Let me also take this time to give you a 
glimpse of what’s coming:

Dear Family of Peace, 
 
Don’t you just love Fall in Wisconsin?  The 
beautiful colors of God’s creation bursting out 
everywhere and the sweet smell of crisp clean air 
on an October morn – ahhh…, doesn’t get much 
better than this!  It is certainly a vivid reminder 
of how great our God is and how blessed we 
really are.   

You may think that I’m over romanticizing our 
little “slice of heaven on earth”, and you are 
probably right.  We still live in a sinful world 
with all its problems, wars, corruption, 
immorality, greed, and injustice.  This certainly 
isn’t paradise – or is it? 
 
Over the last few weeks I’ve had the opportunity 
to correspond with Chaplain Curt Cizek, who is 
a relative of one of our members.  For the last 
few months he has been serving in Iraq, not too 
far from where my daughter is stationed.   
 
He has written a few devotions about his 
experiences at Bucca Air Base that I would like 
to share with you.  One of them is called:  
“Another Day in Paradise” This is what he 
wrote:   
 
“In most cultures it is polite to ask people that 
you pass in the street, ‘How are you?’ I regularly 
ask the airmen, ‘How are things going?’  
Sometimes you get an honest answer but 
sometimes it brings out the smart alec in them.  
Once in awhile I’ll hear the response, ‘Just 
another day in paradise’.  It dawned on me the 
other day just how close to reality that answer 
really is.  
 
This area is of great historic significance.  The 
first battle of the second Gulf War was fought at 
Umm Qasr, some four miles from Bucca.  Ur, 
the home of Abraham, is in Iraq near Tallil Air 
Base.   
 
However, maybe the most important part of Iraq 
is that it is where the Garden of Eden is supposed 
to be located.  In Genesis 2, Moses writes, Now 
the LORD God had planted a garden in the east, 
in Eden; and there he put the man he had 
formed.  And the LORD God made all kinds of 
trees grow out of the ground—trees that were 
pleasing to the eye and good for food. In the 
middle of the garden were the tree of life and the 
tree of the knowledge of good and evil.  A river 
watering the garden flowed from Eden; from 
there it was separated into four headwaters.  The 
name of the first is the Pishon; it winds through 
the entire land of Havilah, where there is gold.  
(The gold of that land is good; aromatic resin 
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and onyx are also there.)  The name of the 
second river is the Gihon; it winds through the 
entire land of Cush.  The name of the third river 
is the Tigris; it runs along the east side of 
Asshur. And the fourth river is the Euphrates. 
 
Scholars have no idea where the Pishon and 
Gihon rivers are.  However, we do know where 
the Tigris and Euphrates Rivers are.  They flow 
from northern to southern Iraq so Eden was 
somewhere in this region.  Our soldiers, sailors, 
airmen and marines aren’t too far off the mark 
when they say that it is ‘another day in 
paradise’.”  
 
As Chaplain Cizek can observe first hand, 
paradise may have been physically close at one 
time but no longer.  No Iraq isn’t paradise, and 
neither is Wisconsin.   In fact, this earth in its 
present form is not our paradise.   
 
But the Apostle John does give us a glimpse of 
true paradise when he wrote these words during 
a time of Christian persecution from the Isle of 
Patmos.  He said, “I saw a new heaven and a 
new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth 
had passed away, and there was no longer any 
sea.  I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, 
coming down out of heaven from God, prepared 
as a bride beautifully dressed for her husband.  

And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, 
‘Now the dwelling of God is with men, and he 
will live with them. They will be his people, and 
God himself will be with them and be their God.  

He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There 
will be no more death or mourning or crying or 
pain, for the old order of things has passed 
away.’"   
 
That little ‘slice of heaven’ isn’t found in Bagdad 
or Milwaukee, but will be found in the Garden of 
Eden restored.  As Chaplain Cizek commented, 
“Then every day will be ‘another day in 
paradise.’”
