·  Twenty-Five new children in our Sunday 

School (preschool- 6th grade) who 
weren’t a part of our Sunday School last 
Fall.  Twelve of these are children who 
have turned 3-years-old and will enter 
Sunday School for the first time.  
Thirteen other children of various grades 
whose families have started worshipping 
regularly at Peace. 

 
·  Ten Families who are ready and may 

choose to officially “belong” to our 
community of faith at Peace later in 

September.  Five additional families 
worship with us regularly and will be 
invited to one of our “Discovery Classes.” 

 
·  Thirty-Two 8th and 9th graders had a 

“Matthew Party-Lock-in” on August 20-
21.  What was so unique is that only half 
of these youth were members of Peace.  
The other half were their “invited friends” 
who might not have a church or a 
relationship with Jesus! 

 
I have to tell you that 95% of these new 
worshippers attend our later service.  This is part 
of the “cultural shift” in our community.   
 
Watch for a Brochure put together by Pastor 
Rankin that will soon be in your mailboxes.  It 
demonstrates how we are continuing to develop a 
healthy – broad expression of worship.  The 8:00 
a.m. Service will generally be “Classic Praise,” 
while the later service will be a 50/50 mixture of 
“Classic Praise” and “Journey/ Family Worship.”

Servant Event Recap 
 
On Sunday, August 16th the high school youth 
were able to lead the service and share with the 
congregation the experiences they had while on 
the Servant Event in Richmond, VA this past 
summer.  In case you missed the opportunity to 
hear their thoughts…I’ll allow you an inside 
look into what one of the youth had to say about 
the trip here! 
 
“By day number five of our scripture themes, I 
think everybody had a clear understanding that 
not everything revolves around them self.  
 
During the work week, we had no choice but to 
look at the world around us and realize the far 

greater troubles that humans face. During our 
normal day to day lives back home, it is easy to 
forget those that we don't normally interact with, 
but I also realized how much easier it is to serve 
on a mission trip than it is to serve our own family 
members, peers at school, and our coworkers.  
 
But God didn't call us to be Christian like just 
during mission trips. He asked us to be living 
children of the light and to be godlike to 
everybody, and not just when serving on a church 
trip.   
 
Ephesians 4 states that we must always be kind 
and compassionate to one another, forgiving each 
other, just as in Christ God forgave you.  
 
It has only been one month since the youth 
returned from Virginia, and already I have strayed 
from what I have learned. I have been 
unforgiving, disrespectful, and I tend to pray only 
for myself, asking God to help me out with my 
problems only, and I tend to forget to pray for 
others’ hardships and even to be thankful for what 
I do have. I think about how hard my life is 
sometimes, but I am reminded of the spirited 
individuals I met in Virginia whose lives are 
challenged far more than mine in the form of a 
mental disease, but still they have no bitterness or 
rage towards God.  
 
The  song "Give Me Your Eyes" by Brandon 
Heath , which I have grown to love, explains how 
people are darkened in their understanding and 
separated from the life of God and others because 
of their ignorance. It also explains how we need to 
see how God sees through the lyrics, “give me 
your eyes for just one second, give me your eyes 
so I can see."  
 
The most important thing I learned while working 
in the hot and humid Virginia climate building 
ramps for the elderly and disabled and working in 
the food pantry for the poor and hungry is to put 
off my old self which is being corrupted by 
deceitful desires, and to put on new eyes and be 
like God in true righteousness and holiness.”

Stephanie Montano 
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I was sitting in the church office the other night 
waiting for a meeting to start.  The Gathering 
Place was busy so I sat at the secretary’s desk 
with my notebook and my purse.  I bumped the 
computer mouse, and the screen saver on the 
computer popped up.   
 
The picture was beautiful, and the quote under the 
picture caught my eye.  It said: 
 

 “God is not a deceiver that He should offer 
to support us and then, when we lean upon 
Him, should slip away from us”.   

 

The statement was written by St. Augustine, an 
early Christian who lived from 354 to 430 AD.    
 
That got me thinking.  We all know the quote 
about the lilies of the field and the birds of the air.  
We know what that means but it tends to fade into 
the background of our daily lives.  With TV 
everywhere connected to 24 hour news blasts we 
are inundated with bad news about recessions and 
economic downturns.  There is too much bad 
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news!  But if we focus on the Good News, the 
situation is not as dire as the TV paints it. 
 
Our God promises to give us all that we need.  
He clothes the flowers in beauty that can’t be 
matched by anything a human being can do.  He 
knows what we want, He knows what we really 
need and He knows the difference even when we 
don’t!  I believe He does and always will provide 
His children with what they need.   
 
Don’t get me wrong, I am concerned about being 
a good steward, about paying my bills and 
feeding my family.  But I’m convinced that God 
will take care of me.  I do not stay up nights 
worrying about how I’ll take care of myself.  
Even if I lose everything I have, I trust in the 
Lord. 
 
Take another look at the TV news.  A tsunami, 
earthquake or tornado hits – what happens?  
People come together to help.  When people are 
in trouble God sends someone to help them.  Oh, 
did you think that it was your idea alone to help 
out?  You were inspired by the Holy Spirit.  The 
outpouring of love and care toward others comes 
by opening our hearts and letting Him work 
through us. 
 
So after contemplating St. Augustine’s quote 
about the nature of God, I did what any modern 
woman would do -- I Googled him.   
 
He was a student and a teacher of the Gospel, 
and his Confessions contain much that is 
quotable.   
 
Here’s one that really spoke to my heart:   
 

“Find out how much God has given you 
and from it take what you need; the 
remainder is needed by others.”  
 

Wow, that is profound.  Take what you need, 
that is why He gave it to you.  The remainder is 
needed by others -- find out who they might be 
and pass it along.   
 
Even at those times when we may have needs, 
God wants us to share.  As God’s children we 
know we can accept the love He gives us through 

others.  And we all have times when we need 
something.  Share it, and let God’s love surround 
you. 
 
I believe that this applies to every part of my life 
because the Bible says everything is a gift from 
God.  Time, talents and treasures are gifts, and 
they are to be shared.  Whatever is going on in 
your life right now is a gift from God.  Every day 
is a brand new package!   
 
I’m so glad I was led to God’s family at Peace 
Lutheran.  And I am so glad I bumped that mouse!

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Psalm 78 
A psalm of Asaph 

 
 1-4My friends, I beg you to listen as I teach. I will 
give instruction and explain the mystery of what 
happened long ago.  These are things we learned 
from our ancestors, and we will tell them to the 
next generation. We won't keep secret the 
glorious deeds and the mighty miracles of the 
LORD.  (CEV) 
 
What a fitting time to reflect on the lessons 
handed down from our ancestors.  This psalm 
reviews the lessons God taught his people and is 
important to reflect and remember even today. 
 
Although it is one of the longer psalms, it tells of 
God’s extreme patience and mercy toward those 
who truly love him.  It is full of guidelines for 
today’s people who desire to open the door of 
their heart to him and who seek to have a closer 
walk with him.  
 
I am so grateful for the verses: 
 

38-39Yet God was kind. He kept forgiving their sins  
and didn't destroy them. He often became angry, 
but never lost his temper. God remembered that 
they were made of flesh and were like a wind 
that blows once and then dies down.
